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	Story 
	Students have developed a specific story that represents their poem, which is clearly communicated in the performance. 
	
Storyline is mostly clear to audience during performance. 
	
Storyline and characters are at several times, unclear to the audience. 
	
Story cannot be followed by the audience. 

	Theme
	Students are clearly and purposefully communicating a message with their performance.   
	
There is an underlying message in the performance.  
	
The message or theme of the students’ performance is confusing or unclear at times.   
	
Students make no attempt to create a theme or message for their piece. 

	Concept
	Students have a powerful and clear concept (or central idea), which is used in every aspect of the performance. 
	
Students have a concept which is used in most aspects of the performance. 
	
Students’ concept is weak, inconsistent, or unclear. 
	
Students have no concept, focus or interpretational vision for their piece. 

	Movement/Stage Pictures
	Students use movement and stage pictures to creatively tell their story and communicate emotion.  Stage pictures always create focus for the audience. 
	
Students use movement and stage pictures to tell their story.  Stage pictures mostly create focus for the audience 
	
Some stage movements are unclear or unmotivated. Stage pictures create focus for the audience some of the time. 
	
Movements are vague, unclear, or not planned out.  Stage pictures do not create focus for the audience. 

	Color & Style used in Costumes and Props (which support Concept)

	Color and style strongly create mood, message and concept in the piece. 
A visual statement is made with costuming.
Necessary props are used. 
	
Color and style help to create mood, message and concept in the piece. 

	
Students attempt to use color, style, and costumes to create a concept. Some props are missing or other objects substituted.  
	
Students do not use color or style to support a concept. Props are pantomimed. 

	Musical Underscoring
	Students have chosen and use a piece of music that adds to the mood and emotion of their piece. Students use the music to fully to tell their story.   Students have clearly practiced their movement with the music. 
	
Music chosen suits the students’ performance and adds to the story. 
	
Musical underscoring is present, but has not been fully incorporated by the students. Music does not add to the piece. It is there because it is a requirement. 
	
Students do not use any musical underscoring.
