Dramatic plot structure
Exposition : Where the background information is given to help the audience understand the story.  The information includes the main character (protagonist), the antagonist (individual who’s opposed to the main character), the basic conflict, the setting, etc.
Inciting Incident:  The incident that gets the plot going and sets up the rest of the story.  Occurs at the end of the exposition.  

Rising Action:  During the rising actions, the basic conflict of the story is complicated as related secondary conflicts and obstacles are introduced.  

Crisis:  The point in the story when you don’t know if the main character is going to win or not.

Climax:  Also known as the “turning point” or the moment that marks a change (for better or for worse) in the story when we figure out who is going to win and who is going to lose.

Denouement:  Also referred to as the resolution, at the end of the story where all the loose ends are tied up, any questions are answered, and the story is resolved.
