
Setting
Setting: where the play/story takes place; also called the   

environment; includes – 
· Time period

· Geographic location

· Indoor / Outdoor

· Time of Year

· Items / things

Mood:  The feeling / emotions of the piece, expressed in the setting 

through:
· Line: can be vertical, horizontal, diagonal, zigzag, jagged, straight, curved, thick, thin, or pointed.
· Shape: a closed line; can be geometric (squares, circles, etc.) or organic (free formed or natural shapes); are flat and can express length and width. 
· Space: the area between and around objects;  negative space is the space around objects (it has shape); can also refer to the feeling of depth (real space is 3-dimensional; in visual art, space is when the feeling or illusion of depth is created)

· Color: light reflected off objects; has 3 main characteristics – hue or its name (red, green, blue, etc.), value (how light or how dark it is), intensity (how bright or how dark).
· Texture: the surface quality that can be seen and felt (Ex: rough, smooth, soft, hard); does not always feel the way it looks.
