Musical Theatre:

Unit Assignment Sheet
Students will participate in a musical theatre unit which includes a performance, vocal typing, and a musical report.

MUSICAL PERFORMANCE:  Students are required to perform in a musical scene which includes a song.  The scene and song selection must be from a Broadway-style musical.  Movie musicals and cartoons are not acceptable.  Students are urged to not 

perform scenes from movies they have viewed.  All scenes and songs must be approved by the teacher for content and ability.

Students have the following categories to choose from as far as genre is concerned:  Broadway Musical, Operetta, Rock-Opera, and Modern Musical.

Types of Scenes to Choose:  Mono/Solo Scenes with an 18 bar to 5 minute time limit.

                                              Duo Scenes with a 3 to 6 minute time limit.

                                              Three to Four Person Ensemble Scene with a 4 to 7 minute limit.
How Performed:  all scenes will be performed in the drama room.  A piano, tape player, and CD player will be provided.  A pianist will NOT be provided.  CD’s and tapes must NOT have any singing on them.  All selections must have blocking and choreography which is fitting.

Note:  All scenes must include brief dialogue leading up to the song (known as “Leadinta.”) Also, please know that NO student is graded on his/her voice, or ability to sing.  Students are graded on the execution of tactics, tricks, and tools taught to the student.  Students are also graded on effort and artistic (creative) crafting of the scene and song.  This assignment is worth 200 points.

Your performance date will be assigned two weeks prior to its happening.

VOCAL TYPING:  Students are required to be vocally typed in class for vocal range and voce typed (soprano, tenor, etc.) Voices should be typed before a song is chosen.

If you have a question about your choice . . . see the teacher.  Live, musical productions may count for this assignment (This is separate from a typical “Play Viewing Report.”)  The report is worth 35 points.  A form is available.
