Here are your responsibilities as:
 Playwright
· With the help of group members, write a script for your group’s fairytale project.

· You are in charge of making a typed version of the script to turn be turned in on the last day of the unit.

· The script should be as long as a five minute scene.

· Make sure your script dialogue follows this format:

Dialogue:

Person One: How are you today?

Person Two: I’m fine, how are you?

Stage Directions (if you have any, not required)

Person One walks towards Person Two, as the curtain comes up.

*This just means stage directions should be typed in italics

These are your responsibilities as:

Producer
It is your job to create a poster that represents your group’s show.

It should include the following:

· Title of Show

· *Price of Admission

· *Time

· *Place

· Director’s Name

· Actor’s Names

· Any other miscellaneous information you would like.

*Price, Time, and Place can be imaginary.

Make sure you meet with the Director and the Dramaturge to make sure your poster matches their concept and research.

These are your responsibilities as:

Director
· As the director your job will be to create a concept for you group’s fairytale.

A concept is a special idea to make your show unique.

Example: Cinderella, but set at a Rodeo.

· You should write down your concept, to be turned in on the last day of the unit.

· Your other responsibilities are to:

· Block the movement of the actors in your production, and make sure they feel comfortable, and know what to do onstage.

· Meet with all of the others in your production team, and explain to them your concept.

These are your responsibilities as:

Designer
As designer, you get to choose if you would like to create a set or a costume design for your group’s fairytale.

If you choose to create a SET DESIGN, here is what needs to be turned in on the last day of the unit:

· A sketch, model, computer generated, etc. version of your dream set design for your show.

· It does not have to be realistic to the set your group actually uses.  Be as creative as you would like!

If you choose to create a COSTUME DESIGN, here is what needs to be turned in on the last day of the unit:

· You need to create costume sketches for three characters in your group.

· You may do this in any way you would like.  You can draw the costumes, find pictures online, cut things from magazines, etc.  The costumes do not have to be realistic to what the members of your group will actually wear. Make them your dream costumes!  Have fun with it.

These are your responsibilities as:

Dramaturge
· As the Dramaturge, it is your job to meet with the director and other production members to decide what time period your fairytale show will be taking place in.

· After you have done this, you need to find:

· two sources of reference that apply to your time period, write them down (or type them) and turn them in on the last day of the unit, explaining how they relate to your group’s show.
These are your responsibilities as:

Actor/Actress
As an actor/actress, it is your job to learn and memorize the lines that the playwright writes for you, and the movement blocking that the director gives to you.

On the last day of the unit, you will:

· Perform, without a script

· Turn in a short, two-three paragraph, written or typed reflection on your experience being an actor/actress in this fairytale show.
