What is Theatre?

Next to each of the following terms, write the definition that we created and have been studying in class. You can do it! (
***NOTE: Answers should look something like this, but will be based on definitions created by the students.

Playwright:  Creates play: plot, conflict, characters, theme, etc. Must sell his play to a producer to call him/herself a playwright
Producer: Raises money from investors. Arranges for location, theatre, travel, pays everyone, advertises, promotes, finds a director. Financial/business head of production.
Director: Creates concept for play. Meets with all designers to communicate concept. Casts the actors. Blocks stage movement. Helps actors develop their characters. Creative head of production.
Designer: Sets, Lights, Sound, Special Effects, Makeup/hair, Costumes, Props. Meets with director to discuss concept. Makes models, sketches, and makes or creates designs in every aspect above.
Dramaturge: The production team’s researcher.  Makes sure every aspect of the play is historically correct.
Actor: Memorizes lines. Develops characters. Works together as a team! Performs on stage.
